a. Hatchery and enhancement update – Dave Davies/Karl Wilson
Conuma hatchery is full with a total of 7.4 mln. eggs: approx. 3 mln. chum and 4 mln. chinook (excluding Tahsis and Leiner chinook). Dave will count Tahsis and Leiner chinook next week.

There is a demand for a pink run in the Burman river. Dave sent a transplant enquiry to the Vancouver DFO office, warns transplant will be a lengthy process, especially since transplant will most likely concern mainland pink salmon.

Diana Dobson will attend the next meeting to present the 5 year integrated management plan. Dave suggests to combine her visit with the planned workshop.

Karl Wilson needs a boat to look at Muchalaht lake. Kent O’Neill can provide the boat and an underwater camera. Pat Dennison will provide a map of the first kilometer of the river leaving the lake.
Ownership of the land next to the dump road in Tahsis (candidate for side channel) is unclear. Anne Cameron will investigate.

DFO counted adult salmon in Conuma side channel, and found Grieg Seafood was doing the same in light of its assessment obligation. He will ask DFO representative to find more effective ways of assessment in cooperation with Mia Parker.
b. Collaborative agreement – Dave Davies

The collaborative agreement will be extended in 2010.

c. Bill Haggerty memorial – Kent O’Neill
Kent has the mold for the salmon statue, and expects to pour within the next two weeks, whereafter the statue has to settle for another two weeks. Estimated costs: $ 420.-. Kent will invoice NSWS for the costs incurred.
A sign will be constructed. Dave and Karl will create the text and apply for PSF grant. The membership is asked to suggest appropriate wording as well.
Motion to allocate $ 500.- to the production of the salmon statue: Dick Dennison and 2nd by Jim Davis. Motion Carried.
