Chris Erikson: 2006/2007 brood: 4a - change to 2007 brood, Conuma Hatchery will not provide experienced clippers. Costs of $5100 for fish food were also approved.

Ken Smith: Update action items: signs ready for production: change to ready for installation.

a. River Swim candidates – Roger Dunlop/Seaton Taylor
No confirmed candidates yet. Ken Smith is interested, but does not possess swift water certificate.

b. Issues Conuma side channel – Karl Wilson
$ 5000 has already been committed. 
Dick Dennison motions to commit another $ 3000 in addition toward removing overburden from rock quarry, to a maximum of $ 8000. Seconded by Bill Haggerty and accepted.
Application for funding to Pacific Salmon Foundation has been sent on February 15, 2008.

Trucks for transport of rock are in the area for another month, availability depending on the amount of snow on the ground. Pat Dennison will inform Karl Wilson.

d. Letter of support Conuma groundwater channel – Mel Orecklin

Carried forward to the March 26, 2008 meeting, pending the Council of Chiefs meeting on March 6, 2008.
f. Application for funding fish food – Deb Clemenson

Application for $ 1500 has been written, final version to be completed by Pat Dennison, and to be signed by Roger Dunlop and Pat Dennison.

c. Nootka Fishery Economic Analysis meeting – Jim Davis
Responsibilities are taken over by Kent O’Neill.
No work has been done by City Spaces since the preliminary report of October 2007.

Jim Davis will provide Roger Dunlop with copy of contract.

BC Tourism has initiated a study that may cover the same subject. Jim Davis will investigate and report on the March 26, 2008 meeting.

Michael Ballard is looking for information on number of boats in the area, for extrapolation to the number of fish caught.
Jim Davis to provide data about Moutcha Bay, Roger Dunlop to provide information about Mowachaht/Muchalaht dock in Gold River.

e. 2008 brood Conuma Coho/Burman Chinook – Chris Erikson
2008 brood: Burman Chinook to be returned to Burman net pen, approx. 3rd week of April 2008. Condition of the net pen is questionable. Michael Ballard will inspect, take photographs, and email photographs to Dave Davies and Chris Erikson.
Grieg Seafood would look after net pen (minutes October 29, 2007), but no action has been taken. Dave Davies will call Mia Parker.

1200 kgs. of brood have to be transported, requiring approx. 4 trips by sea truck.

Paul Whalen will approach Helifor to inquire about possible transport by helicopter as a donation.

Numbers: Chinook: Conuma 2,000,000, Sucwoa 50,000, Tlupana 50,000, Burman 400,000. Coho: 190,000. 20,000 Conuma Chum never came back.
Hatchery update to be added to every future meeting agenda.
