Burman 400,000, and 210,000 Gold Chinook. Conuma took an extra 400,000 Conuma Chinook eggs over target of 1.7 M eggs: took 2.1 M eggs. Okayed by Gary Taccogna

Burman Chinook costs for $8,000.00: Roger to contact MC Wright and Associates and MOF for confirmation as had agreed last year,  and will need to set up the net pen, repair, and set it up again, in another more secure location less exposed to outflow, add in funding for repair, fuel, moving anchors.

Motion to pay for fish food for the year: Moved by Dick, who seconded by Suzanne, subject to checking for lowest price, and $5000.00 will be taken from lodge owners contribution in 2008. Total is $17,289.40. All in favour and motion carried.

No further action has happened on the request to increase Conuma Chinook production to the old production target of 2.7 million, the item was tabled by DFO until the February DFO internal meeting. May not be resolved in time for IFMP process. Can invite Gary for next meeting if desired.

Dave had investigated Chinook escapement targets for all of Area 25. Dave obtained some from Roger from Chuck Parken paper. Greg Bonnell has targets for all of Area 25, but not sure if they are the old doubling of the average escapements in 1979-82 base period and some are from Chuck Parken paper habitat watershed area-based goals. Chum goals are based on a figure something like 1 spawning pair /m2 of channel. Dave will check with Leroy Hop Wo for chum escapement goals. Then find coho goal method. Dave will provide the information to the NSWS
Dave and Kent were to look for a site for hatchery in Gold River. Hatchery tour was postponed.  Dave relayed that Chris suggests a need to have it in community so people can visit and volunteer without having to drive to it and so children and local people can visit.

Not likely to get good estimate but <1000 fish. Difficulty in coordinating and flows high often between upper and lower swims.
· Sentinel stocks program: Concerns expressed by members over tagging study in Burman River with proposed PIT tagging and seining due to possible increased mortality from handling and recapturing fish multiple times.
· GST:  Has not come from Revenue Canada yet for GST expenses on Conuma and other projects.

Suzanne says Larry Fehr is on Council and wants to know where his salmon is. Dave has concrete mould to make a concrete salmon with instructions. Maybe Village wants it at the Wharf.
