Randy Watson indicates the amount of money in the Area D Gillnet Association account can be allocated toward fish food.

Old Business
a. Hatchery update – Chris Erikson
Chinook: 3.2 mln. of approx. 2.5 grs., will be ready for vaccination at 3 grs. within two weeks, and ready for transport to sea pens in four weeks.
Chum: 1 mln. in sea pens, 1.5 mln. are still at the hatchery.

Gold Chinook: 200.000 of 1 grs. will be ready to be put in the river by late May, at 5 grs.

Approx. April 15 the sea pen will be moved to the Burman river

Motion to pay $ 2000.- for this transport: Dick Dennison and 2nd by Jim Davis. Motion Carried.

Motion to reimburse Burman River fish feeders for fuel: Dick Dennison and 2nd by Jim Davis. Motion Carried.

It is noted Grieg Seafood pays less for fish food than Conuma Hatchery. The difference in price is caused by the difference in order size.


c. Five year production plan – Roger Dunlop

New Business

a.  WCCAP funding – Jim Davis
$ 7 mln. for economic development is available with Community Futures in the next two years, with a maximum of $250,000.- per applicant. 40% of the total project costs have to be provided by the applicant.  To be considered, NSWS has to apply for funding a.s.a.p. 
Possible new project: Canton River.


b. Collaborative agreement DFO-NSWS – Dave Davies
The membership is interested in the agreement, and will decide at the next meeting, when Dave Davies will be present.

c. Phase II Conuma side channel – Karl Wilson

Estimated costs of phase II: $ 125,000.-, including engineering. Promises of funds, not confirmed in writing: $ 151,000.-. NSWS insists local contractors will have the opportunity to bid on the project. 
Karl plans to start engineering plans for Canton River this year, and have the project ready for funding in 2010. Part of the engineering costs could be covered in the WCCAP proposal.
d.  Sentinel stocks program update – Roger Dunlop

$ 400,000.- has been allocated toward construction of a fish fence in the Keogh (Fair Harbour) and toward Chinook count in the Burman River. The goal of the Chinook count is to justify the 15% reduction in allowable Alaskan/Canadian catches.
Roger plans to tag 2 days per week in September 2009, in the lower pool and in the upper section.
