Update Conuma side channel –  Karl Wilson

There is $ 99,808 available for Phase II, and additional funds from NSWS may be needed if case of setbacks (e.g. poor soil conditions, extra gravel needed etc.)
Access to the channel: no bridge will be put in, abutments will be created.

Construction of Phase II will begin on Monday, June 1, by Quinsam Excavating. A cutting permit is in place, and Phase II is expected to be completed before the end of June.

Maintenance on the side channel: Grieg Seafood has the obligation to monitor the habitat for 5 consecutive years after construction.

Motion to pay $ 1509.10 GST on material bill for Phase IIof $11,643.-.: Dick Dennison and 2nd by Suzanne Trevis. Motion Carried.

Motion to spend $10,000.- in case of over-excavation and the need for gravel placement in the channel: DickDennison and 2nd by Suzanne Trevis. Motion Carried.


Update enhancement – Dave Davies


Tahsis/Leiner Chinook are to be moved to the net pen in the first week of June.

Tests of the Tahsis well water showed high levels of copper. Dave will investigate.

d. Collaborative agreement – Dave Davies

A new net for the extra production would be required, possibly funded by PSF.
Money for the project will have to be in place by late August. If there is not enough broodstock, NSWS would still be liable to pay $ 4,000 labour costs. If the egg collection would be partly successful, part of the money would be refunded.

Target is to sign the agreement on May 24, 2009. The agreement will already be signed by the DFO representative on that date.
